RE:	ORDER FOR THE REMOVAL OF UNSAFE BUILDING & PREMISES
Declared Unsafe Premises:
Lot 18 in Oak Hollow, an Addition to the City of Greenfield, Indiana, as per plat thereof recorded March 19, 1996 as Instrument No. 9602738 in Cabinet B, Slide 289, in the Office for the Recorder of Hancock County, Indiana. Commonly known as 773 S. Pennsylvania Street, Greenfield, Indiana 46140

1.	On or about March 22, 2016 the Building Commissioner, as the designated enforcement authority of the City of Greenfield Indiana, and the City of Greenfield Code of Ordinances (the “Municipal Code”) § 155., issued an Order to Demolish Unsafe Premises Pursuant to the Indiana Unsafe Building Law (I.C. 36-7-9) and Chapter 157, Unsafe Building Code, of the Greenfield Code of Ordinances, (the “Order”) pertaining to the Unsafe Premises described in paragraphs 5 and 6 below.  The Order required the following actions to be taken no later than May 3, 2016; (a) complete demolition of the unsafe buildings; (b) removal of all trash, rubbish, weeds, etc. from the Unsafe Premises; and (c) grading and seeding of the empty lot for effective erosion control. 

2.	On April 12, 2016, the Greenfield Board of Public Works and Safety, as hearing authority under Ind. Code § 36-7-9-7, conducted a public hearing concerning the Order (the “Hearing”).  At the conclusion of the Hearing, the hearing authority [affirmed the Order], [modified the Order to allow until ____________ to complete all actions included in the Order] [modified the Order to __________________________________________________________].

3.	At the Hearing, the hearing authority found that the structures maintained upon the Unsafe Premises are unsafe buildings, the structures are in an impaired structural condition making them unsafe to persons or property, the structures are a fire hazard, the structures are a hazard to public health, the structures are a public nuisance, the structures are dangerous to persons and property because they are in violation of numerous provisions of the Indiana Code and the Municipal Code concerning building condition and maintenance, and the structures are vacant and not maintained in a manner that would allow human habitation, occupancy or use under the requirements of the Indiana Code or the Municipal Code.

4.	Accordingly, the Greenfield Board of Public Works and Safety hereby issues this Continuous Enforcement Order for compliance with the Order and for abatement of the Unsafe Premises, that:

(a)	the Order remains in full force and effect on the property without further requirements to seek additional compliance or abatement authority or orders for the same or similar violations;

(b)	this Continuous Enforcement Order authorizes ongoing compliance and enforcement activities if the Unsafe Premises requires re-inspection or additional periodic abatement;

(c)	this Continuous Enforcement Order can be enforced, including assessment of fees and costs, without the need for additional notice or hearing; and

(d)	this Continuous Enforcement Order authorizes the enforcement authority to assess and collect ongoing costs for continuous enforcement order activities from any party that is subject to the enforcement authority's order.

5.	The description of the Unsafe Premises, in the Office of the Recorder of Hancock County, Indiana,  
Is Lot 18 in Oak Hollow, an Addition to the City of Greenfield, Indiana, as per plat thereof recorded March 19, 1996 as Instrument No. 9602738 in Cabinet B, Slide 289, in the Office for the Recorder of Hancock County, Indiana.
