The meeting was called to order by Mayor Chuck Fewell at 10:00 a.m., for the purpose of conducting the business for the City of Greenfield, Indiana. Shelby moved to approve the meeting minutes of October 25, 2016 as presented, duly seconded by Locke. Motion carried viva voce.
CLERK-TREASURER’S OFFICE:
Clerk-Treasurer Lori Elmore presented the Claim / Vouchers for approval as submitted. McClarnon moved to approve the Claims as submitted, duly seconded by Locke. Motion carried viva voce.
POLICE DEPARTMENT:
Major Derek Towle requested approval of the time driven promotion of Jill Hatke to the rank of Senior Patrolman to be effective retroactively to October 22, 2016.  Locke motioned to approve the time driven promotion as presented, duly seconded by McClarnon.  Motion carried viva voce.
FIRE DEPARTMENT:
Chief Roberts requested approval of the resignation of Firefighter/Paramedic Victor Andres effective November 4, 2016.  Locke motioned to approve the resignation as presented, duly seconded by Shelby.  Motion carried viva voce.
Chief Roberts requested approval of EMS Interlocal Agreements with Blue River Township, Brown Township, and Brandywine Township for 2017.  Shelby motioned to approve the agreements as presented, duly seconded by McClarnon.  Motion carried viva voce.
Chief Roberts requested approval for the purchase of a 2016 Chevrolet Tahoe in the amount of $37,300 and a 2017 Chevrolet Silverado in the amount of $32,110 from Kelly Chevrolet.  These vehicles would be purchased under the Piggyback Clause of the City of Ft. Wayne Bid Contract, and will be paid from the Equipment Replacement fund.  McClarnon motioned to approve the purchases as presented, duly seconded by Locke.  Motion carried viva voce.
Chief Roberts requested approval of an additional expenditure of $787.50 that is to be paid by Center Township for the closing costs associated with the purchase of land in Maxwell.  McClarnon motioned to approve as presented, duly seconded by Shelby.  Motion carried viva voce.
Chief Roberts requested approval for the Fire Territory to build a storage barn at Station 22.  The Expenditure will be funded by Center Township. The bid process was followed by Center Township and they received two quotes back.  The low quote came from Morton Buildings in the amount of $42,421. The other bid came from Willits Construction, with a quote of $44,990.84.  The Center Township Board has already approved the purchase of this storage barn being built by Morton Buildings.  McClarnon motioned to approve as submitted, duly seconded by Shelby.  Motion carried viva voce

IT DEPARTMENT:
Nick Riedman presented quotes for the renewal of Backup Software Support, with a request to approve the low quote from Zones in the amount of $2,793.04.  Shelby motioned to approve as submitted, duly seconded by McClarnon.  Motion carried viva voce
Nick Riedman presented a quote for SCADA training for the automation products used at the Wastewater and Water Departments.  The training will be a four day course and will take place in Cincinnati.  The cost per person is $1,885.00.  I.T. would like to send two people to the training.  McClarnon motioned to approve the training for two people as submitted, duly seconded by Locke.  Motion carried viva voce

Tyler Rankins requested permission to seek Material and Fuel Bids for 2017.  Bids will be opened at the first Board of Works Meeting in December.  Shelby motioned to approve as submitted, duly seconded by McClarnon.  Motion carried viva voce

PLANNING DEPARTMENT:
Joan Fitzwater presented an Encroachment request for a fence for Danielle Walden at 140 Rambling Road, Lot 94 in Sawmill Section 2.  McClarnon motioned to approve the Encroachment as presented, duly seconded by Shelby.  Motion carried viva voce.
UTILITY DIRECTOR:
Mike Fruth presented the First Quarter Electric Tracker for 2017. The new tracking factor will be .014208.  The old tracking factor was .016416, for a decrease of (.002208).  McClarnon motioned to approve the First Quarter tracker for 2017 as presented, duly seconded by Locke.  Motion carried viva voce.
WASTEWATER DEPARTMENT:  
Dave Scheiter requested permission to move forward with the Open Cut plan of action for Sewer Rehab at Apple and McKenzie Streets.  There are serious issues to be addressed, and the patch method has not been working.   Petry Excavating has begun Open Cut work and will hopefully be finished by the end of next week.
