Beckenholdt Park Shelter - 2770 Franklin Street-The Beckenholdt Park Shelter is an 
open-air shelter located west of the 1.5 acre fishing pond and east of Rover’s Run bark 
park. It may be rented for $50 per day from dawn to dusk. It has 1 cooking grill and 6 
picnic tables.  For weddings, the Park Shelter and the Outdoor Amphitheater must be 
rented together for $125.00 per day.

Elizabeth Ann’s Kitchen - 244 W. Main Street-Elizabeth Ann’s Kitchen is a small 
kitchen facility with a restroom and screened porch area able to accommodate up to 20 
people. It sits just behind the James Whitcomb Riley Old Home and Museum adjacent to 
the Riley Gardens and Gazebo. This facility is ideal for meetings, parties, etc. and is 
available to rent during the Spring-Fall seasons for $65 per day, plus a $100 damage 
deposit.

Memorial Building Gym - 98 E. North Street-The Memorial Building gym is available 
to rent for basketball, volleyball, indoor soccer, badminton and birthday parties for $45 
per hour. Payment for the first hour is due at the time a reservation is made with the 
balance due on site.  

Riley Park Pavilion - 333 N. Lincoln Street-The Riley Park Pavilion is an open-air 
shelter located at the north end of the park. It may be rented in full  
(16 picnic tables/ 2 grills) for $55 per day (dawn to dusk) respectively. 
Riley Park Pavilion East – US 40 & Apple Street-NEW-Located on Riley Park’s east 
side.  It has 6 picnic tables & 1 grill.  Cost is $45 per day (dawn to dusk).Riley Park 
Pavilion East is a new open-air pavilion.

Riley Park Shelter House - 210 N. Apple Street-The Riley Park Shelter House sits in 
the cul-de-sac just south of Riley Pool. It has 2160 sq.ft. of open space, a full kitchen, 
male/female handicap accessible restrooms and folding tables and chairs to accommodate 
up to 100 people. It is ideal for reunions, receptions, meetings, etc. and available for rent 
year-round. Rental rates are $175 (not-for profit) and $270 (for-profit) per day, 9 am to 11 
pm, plus a $100 damage deposit due at time of key pick up. 

Riley Park Pool - 300 North Apple Street-Pool parties are $200 for 2 hours - 8:30- 
10:30 pm, Fridays & Saturdays.  Contact the pool at (317) 477-4348 for reservation 
information during the summer season-when the pool is open.
